w Group plants with similar
watering and sunlight needs

together.

w Plant the right plant in the
right place. Plant trees, plants,
and shrubs according to their
moisture and sun exposure
requirements. This will keep
them healthier and will require
less watering and maintenance
from you.

w Water plants only when
needed, when the plant
starts to show signs of
water stress. This
establishes a healthy root
system. More plants die
from over-watering than
under-watering.
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A Water plants and landscaping in the
morning or evening to reduce evaporation
and increase the amount of moisture your
plants can use.

A If plants are on a berm or slope, dig small
trenches around plants and plantings to
hold the water and prevent run-off.

A When watering plants, trees, and
landscaping, hand-water or use drip
irrigation. If you have an irrigation system,
your landscaping should be set up in a
separate irrigation zone from your lawn so
you can adjust your system accordingly for
this zone and incorporate landscape-
specific spray heads.

A 1f you have new landscaping or trees that
require regular watering, use a soaker hose
or drip irrigation instead of a sprinkler. This
allows more water to be used more
efficiently by your trees, shrubs, and
other plants.

A Use a timer on your spigot or a timed R
sprinkler. Some timers and sprinklers i
calculate by the amount of water used.
When a certain amount is reached, the
water shuts off. Both types are available at  |*=
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
